	Physical Skills and Development

Did your child meet his/her early year’s milestones? Does he/she currently have any difficulties with co-ordination movement or balance? Does he or she play sport? Does he or she have difficulties with fine motor skills such as handwriting, using scissors or equipment etc?

	

	Individual Development

Is your child developing independence skills such as going on errands, using public transport, staying with friends? Has your child developed independence/self help skills such as understanding money, telling the time, personal hygiene.  Are there any difficulties for your child in the general routines of the day?

	

	Communication

Does he/she have difficulty in understanding requests and instructions? Can they make themselves understood easily? Can they pass on messages and join in conversations?

	

	Learning

Are you aware of any learning difficulties at home or at school? For example progress with reading, writing and working with numbers, remembering instructions and routines?
Has the school involved you with an Individual education Plan for your child? If so, has this been beneficial?

What does your child enjoy in school and at home? For example reading for pleasure, watching TV, playing games, drawing. What do you consider to be your child’s strengths?

Does anything about your child’s behaviour worry you? Does he or she co-operate, share, listen and try to carry out requests? Does he or she fit in with family “rules”? Is he or she affectionate? Does he or she have emotional outbursts?
